1000 TO TRAVEL FROM BRADFORD FOR UK’S LARGEST EVER ANTI-WAR DEMO

Around 1000 people from Bradford will travel to London this weekend in 16 coaches to take part in the national demonstration against a war on Iraq.  They will be taking part in the UK’s largest ever anti-war demonstration, along with an expected minimum of half a million other people.
The coaches leave from outside the Grove Library, Great Horton Road, at 7.30am.  They will then escort people, banners, placards and all manner of other demo props to Gower Street in London.  There are also minibuses and cars travelling from across the city.

The anti-war rally, organised by the Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament., Stop the War Coalition and the Muslim Association of Great Britain is expected to be so big that the march now has two starting points – Gower Street for the North of England and Embankment for the South.  The two routes will converge at Piccadilly Circus and walk on to Hyde park for the final rally.

Yorkshire CND, Bradford Stop the War Coalition and the Bradford Muslim Community have worked together to arrange transport from the city.  Neil Kingsnorth, Development Worker at Yorkshire CND said,

“Given any opportunity to oppose this war, the people of Bradford are grabbing it.  3000 marched in the city last month and now one in three of those are coming down to London to march again.  This is massive and the government must listen!  War on Iraq would be an unjustifiable act of barbarity and it is not in the name of the people of the UK.  Instead of fighting wars for oil and pretending to be defending democracy Blair should be showing a real commitment to democracy in the UK by avoiding war and taking the peaceful options of the table”. 
Plans exist for acts of civil disobedience after the rally, including a mass sit-down in the Green Park area of London.
